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Why Moodle + Mobile Learning? 

 Moodle

 The most popular Learning Management System (LMS)

 Used university-wide in HKU --- abundant support and community

Open source --- many plugins and unlimited possibility of in-house tools

 Make course management a lot easier, save time in the long run

 Mobile learning facilitates teaching and learning (Rath, 2015)

 Smart phones are more available than computers or tablets

 M-learning + LMS

 An emerging direction (Hu et al., 2016)
